An ares of high pressure has developed over the Ohio valley and the eait b states. The
pressure is relatively low in New England, the lake regions, and throughout the Rocky
mountain slope, but with no well-defined storm-centre. The pressure i& also high on the
north Pacific const and northern Rocky mountain plateau. The barometer has risen rapidly
thronghout the central valleys and the lake regions, and it has fallen in New England and
generally in the Rocky mountain distriets.

The weather is slightly warmer this morning 1n New Englang and the Atlantic States, also on
{he middle and southern Rocky mountain slope. It is cooler in the lake regions and
throughout the Ohio valley.

Showers and thunder-storms have oceurred generally in the north Atlantic states, the lake
regions, the Ohio and upper Mississippi valleys, also near the Gulf coast. :

Phreatening, weather, with showers and thunder-storms, are indicated for New England this

afternoon and to- night, with fair and warmer weather Saturday. The weather will be
wenerally fair in the lower lake region, the Ohio valley, and east Gulf states, with rising
temperature to-night and Saturday. Tn the west Gulf states, occasional showers and possibly
thunder-storms will oecur to-night or Saturday.
