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WIND-BAROMETER INDICATIONS.

When the wind sets in from points between south and southeast and the
barometer falls steadily a storm is approaching from the west or northwest, and
its center will pass near or north of the observer within 12 to 24 hours with wind
shifting to northwest by way of southwest and west. When the wind sets in
from points between east and northeast and the barometer falls steadily 4 storm
is approaching from the south or southwest, and its center will pass near or'to the
south or east of the observer within 12 or 24 hours with wind shifting to norths
west by way of north. The rapidity of the storm’s approach and its intensity
will be indicated by the rate and the amount of the fall in the barometer.
